Dress Code: A brief description of the Special attire suitable for any child celebrating First Eucharist.

Girls:
· Dress (White is usually worn but not required), dresses can be pastel in color.  NO TRAIN ON THE BACK OF THE DRESS
· NO BARE SHOULDERS – sleeveless dresses, spaghetti straps, and tank-top styles can be worn ONLY if the child wears a sweater or shrug during Mass.
· Veils, flower wreaths, ribbons, and barrettes are acceptable; no hats, please.  NOTE: Headwear is not required.
· No Bare feet; stockings or socks must be worn with appropriate dress shoes.
· No purses or gloves during Mass. We consider these and other special items suitable for pictures but not for Mass.

Boys: 
· No specific color is required.
· They may wear a suit, sports coat, dress shirts with ties, dress shirts with vests, or sweaters with dress pants are acceptable. A white suit or tuxedo is acceptable but not necessary.
· Socks must be worn with appropriate dress shoes. No tennis shoes, please.
· Boys can wear a white bow on their sleeves if they are comfortable doing so.
· Any heirloom or special items should be left at home to be kept safe.

All children:

· Please do not wear gloves or carry rosaries/other items during Mass.  These items can get lost or dropped so parents should keep all such things.  Feel free to use these items during photos before or after Mass.
